SUBJECTS OF MANAGEMENT ACTIVITY AS AN ESSENTIAL RESOURCE ELEMENT OF THE ORGANIZATIONAL
SYSTEM OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION: SIGNS AND CLASSIFICATION

One of the topical problematic issues, both of theory and practice of applying criminal law, is, to this day, the issue of the
object of criminal-legal protection of crimes against the order of administration, presented through the content of chapter 32 of
the Criminal Code. In the scientific literature, the characteristics of one of the structural elements of the organizational system of
public administration (hereinafter — OSGU), as an inalienable object of the criminal-legal protection of Chapter 32 of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation, is not distinguished by the variety of studies and the unity of opinions. Experts avoid important
issues of qualitative characteristics of the special object of Chapter 32 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. To such
an object we attribute a special necessary component of the OSGU - the subjects of management activity. It seems that the
content of the management procedure (chapter 32 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation with the same name — "Crimes
against the order of management") should be considered through the interpretation of the OSGU, as attacks on its elements -
subjects of management activities, characterized by the public danger of crimes of the group under review. Resource elements of
public administration are subjects of management activity, they have special features that distinguish them from other resources
of the authorities. Proceeding from special signs, the author of the article defines the subjects of management activity. They are
understood as "items of the material world that are bearers of official legally significant information that have generally binding
administrative value, created by public authorities and local self-government, as well as by other persons authorized by the state
that meet the established requirements and are subject to a certain legal regime of turnover." The author developed the concept of
the types of internal organization of the OSGU system based on the application of the technical and legal method of classification
of criminal elements of art. 324-327 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, contained in chapter 32 of the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation. Depending on the functional determinant, the subjects of administrative activity of art. 324-327 of the
Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, are subject to the laws of the special classification system.
