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Glass Beads in Sarmatian Period Women’s Attire
Beadwork in Submontain Crimea and Alfold

Beads in women’s graves are being unearthed throughout the entire terri-
tory of Sarmatian tribes’ habitation from the very dawn of their emergence,
with Submountain Crimea and Alf6ld being no exception. Moreover, in these
regions’ women’s graves of Sarmatian period there is one distinctive fea-
ture: very often at the deceased’s’ legs a large number of beadings are found,
placed tightly in horizontal rows across thigh bones. Glass beads constitute
the base of such sets, with rather an invariable combination of elements. Gen-
erally the number of beads in one set tallies 300-400 items. Bead strands
either cover both calves, or enlace each calf separately. The beads generally
cover leg bones from ankle to mid-calf. Apparently these clusters are remains
of the deceased women’s border of the dress, trousers or footwear beadwork
decor. Crimean graves with these sets of beads are dated late 2™ — first half of
the 3™ century A.D., in Alf6ld they exist longer — from the beginning of the
2" through the 4 century. We can suggest that this situation is nonrandom
and can be regarded as an evidence of contacts between the populations of the
two remote regions in Roman times.

Beads as a Women’s Costume Element in the Kama
Region of Perm Kudashevsky | Burial Ground

In the Kudashevsky I kurgan and flat graves burial ground (the 3 -5%
centuries) in the Permian Kama Region beads serve as an absolute marker of
women’s graves. Graves containing beads do not differ in orientation or shape
from other graves. Beads are included in headdresses, necklaces, chestpieces
and belts of the site’s inhabitants. The burial site’s beads vary in material and
are made of glass and stone; they also vary in morphology and colour. In
terms of morphology glass makers actively used symmetry, the composition
is accurate, within an item the beads are placed according to a contrasting co-
lour scheme and with clear consistency: larger beads are placed in the centre,
while smaller ones are closer to the buckle and neck areas. Different types of
composition are used in beaded necklaces (modal, basic and component). The
beaded items from the assemblage (a chestpiece, a necklace, belts) are unique
and original, thus differing from the findings unearthed in synchronous burial
grounds of the Kama region. It should be noted that, the beaded pieces are
found in the high-ranking individuals’ graves, enabling us to regard them as
prestigious items in the ancient community.
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
