BELT SETS FROM TAT-BOYARY BURIAL GROUND
OF THE VI-VIII CENTURIES IN THE VYATKA RIVER BASIN

The paper deals with artefacts of belt and shoe sets from burials of the early medieval Vyatka Tat-Boyary
burial ground attributed to the Emanayevo archaeological culture. The belt sets are analysed through design
and decorative features and grouped. Each of six groups features its own stylistics. The analogues to the
Tat-Boyary artefacts submitted in the paper allow us to justify a chronological position of each group and, on
the whole, to give reasons for the dating of the Tat-Boyary burial ground within VI-VII centuries, perhaps to
the beginning of IX century. The chronological range of the ground burials lets us for the first time trace the
succession of Late Azelino antiquities to Vyatka burial monuments of VIII-X centuries within a single cultural
space.
