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Globalization is considered a distinguishing characteristic of the present-
day world in social studies. Building information society is one of the aspects of
globalization. At the same time this process takes place in a specific historically
established sociocultural environment and is determined by two fundamentals of
social development such as nonsimultaneous historical evolution of society and
cultural pluralism. Social practice shows that ahistorical approach, the denial of
cultural peculiarities of any society lead to stagnation and the dying out of nation-
hood.

A distinguishing feature of the transition to information society in Russia is
the simultaneity of two historical periods — industrial and post-industrial. If post-
industrial (information) society in Western countries developed from the industrial
society of the 19th and mid-20th—centuries with its liberal values and market
mechanisms Russia has to assimilate these values and mechanisms only at the end
of the 20th and the beginning of the 21st centuries combining the use of informa-
tion technologies with building a market economy.

Democratization is one of the key processes in the transition to industrial
society. The transition to information society for Russia at the beginning of the
21st century is related to democratization which meets the needs of post-industrial
society rather than industrial one. In this case we speak about the globalization of a
democratic process, that is “democracy by means of Law™. Such democracy should
be interpreted as “sovereign democracy” based on the rule of law.

Sovercignty is a juridical characteristic of state power and is usually char-
acterized by its supremacy in the country and independence on the international
stage in implementing its foreign and domestic policies. Such interpretation of
state sovereignty shows its obvious relation to the development of the national
economy.
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The transition to information society requires that any country should be
open. However participation in globalization should be combined with effective
national, state and legal mechanisms which allow strengthening state security and
sovereignty.

Globalization caused much debate on the importance of maintaining state
sovereignty at the beginning of the 21st century. We think that the building of in-
formation society will hardly lead to the dying out of nationhood and law. The
strengthening of national sovereignties will allow combining them to solve prob-
lems which are caused by globalization and are of overall importance.
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
